CROSS-COUNTRY REGULATIONS.

The Club, when out for a run, shall
be under the control of a Pacemaker, who
shall be appointed by the Captain or Vice-
Captain ; and no Member shall be allowed
to go ahead of the Pacemaker unless it be
a racing run, or the signal be given for a
run home.

Members disobeying orders from Pace
or Whip, Captain or Vice Captain, wi// be
subjected to a penalty of 10 seconds in each
of the two succeeding Club Handicaps in
which they may compete.

The Captain or Vice-Captain shall
appoint Trail Layers for all Races, Club
and Inter-Club Runs the number on each
occasion not to exceed four, and be under
the charge of a Chief Trail Layer.
