SCOTTISHNATIONAL VETIS CHAMPS

In the absence of last year's champion, Donald
Macgregor (the World Veterans Marathon
champion) Martuin Craven had a runaway victory
at his first attempt 1n the Scottish National Vets
CC Championships at Irvine on February 15th.

Quickly establishing a lead of 50y in the first
halt mule from the held of 121 competitors,
Craven had a solo run on all three laps of the
windswept Irvine Moor to win by over 200y from
Andrew Brown, the ltormer Scottish Cross-
Country Captain, with Andrew Pender having
probably s best ever run in third position,
Brown led his Clyde Valley team-mates Bert
McKay and Willie Marshall (1st over-50) to a
clear team wvictory over Aberdeen, led home by
former Metropolitan Police Vet, lan McKenzie,
in 6th position.

In the over 60’s age group, Dave Morrson —
ag; group winner n the World Marathon
Championships at Glasgow — scored a narrow
victory over multi-gold medal winners in New
Zealand, Emmett Farrell and Gordon Porteous.
Gordon was the leader all the way until the final

mile where he had a bad fall that lost him a lot of
ground.
