i 1. Hon Secretaries of Clubs must declare names of runners comprising team
along with the offiicial number actualiy worn by each member of team to the
Clerk of Course haif-an-hour before the advertised time of start of race.

2. A bell will be rung ten minutes before the start of all Championship races.

3. All competitors must turn out on hearing the second bell, after which time
the door of the stripping quarters will be closed, and any competitor not forward
for the official start will be debarred from competing.
