MURRAY WINS SCOTTISH “NATIONAL”

HE Scottish Cross-Country Championships

were run at Hamilton Park on Feb. 29th
in almost perfect conditions. Senior Champion
J. H. Linaker did not defend his title, which
was won by last year’s junior winner, Fergus
Murray (Hawkhill H.), a 22 vear old student
at Edinburgh University.

Murray went into the lead from the start,
followed by Jim Alder of Morpeth H., now
running for Edinburgh A.C., A. J. Wood
(Aberdeen) and A, H. Brown (Motherwell
YMCA), all former champions. With 2 miles
covered Murray was 60 yards ahead and at
half-distance had a lead of some 100 vyards
from Alder, with Wood and Brown still
together another 75 yards further back. A.
Heron (Edin. S.) was 4th and C. Laing and
A. Faulds, both Glasgow Univ.) were
together in 5th place.

Murray put in a strong finish and won by
250 yards; Alder held on to second place and
Wood pulled away from Brown to take third
place, with Brown 4th and Heron 5th.
Edinburgh Southern H. packed in remarkably

well to achieve their first National success
with the low score of 81 pts.

In the Junior race M. Edwards (Aberdeen
Univ.) was soon in front, and although he was
challenged by I. McCafferty (M'well YMCA)
and J. L. Stewart (V. of Leven), they could not
match Edwards’ speed and he finished a .lear
winner by 75 yards from McCafferty, with
Stewart another 30 yards further back. More
excellent packing, this time by Edinburgh
University, gave them the team race.

The Youths’ event was, as expected, a tignt
between the Springburn runners E. Knox and
A. D. Middleton, with Knox the winner by
nearly 40 vyards, thus reversing the Midland
District result, when Middleton won and Knox
was only third. Edinburgh A.C. took the team
race with similar packing and scoring positions
to the winners of the Junior event.

Edinburgh also won a closely contested Boys’
race and provided the individual winner in
W. G. Kerr.
