DERBY WIN IN RELAY DRAMA

D OMINIC KEILY, 23-year-old railway clerk and one of six famous athletic

brothers, provided the sensation of yesterday’s record-breaking News of the
World London to Brighton national road relay. Keily, taking over 25 yards behind
international half-miler Peter Kilford of Portsmouth on the 12th and last stage,
ruced away to score a tremendous victory for his club,

Their time of 4hr 23min 42sec for the 54 miles, 1,341 yards slashed the previous
best put up by Thames Valley four years ago by Smin 32sec.

Portsmouth, a gallant second, Bristol an incredulous third and Coventry, superbly
fourth, were also inside the previous record,

It was one of the greatest races in the whole serics, which date back to 1924, Six
intermediate course records were set up. IU's true there was a strong following wind,
but the standard of performances has never been higher.

From the ﬂﬂlh stage when Martin Hyman took Portsmouth into the lead for the
first time, the battle between the Southern favourites and Derby, out for their fourth
consecutive Viclory, never let up.

Mike Bullivant put in a tremendous run on the ninth stage, o peg back Pompey's
Bruce Tulloh. But it was far from over yet.

Mike Deakin forged further ahead nnliI for Brian Lillicrap to restore Portsmouth
to the fore on the 1lth stage with another record-breaking effort. Then the scene
was sct for that exciting last leg between Keily and Kilford.

One of the biggest surprises was the third placing by Bristol. Their star, Eddie
Strong, put in a tremendous run on the fourth stage to establish a new intermediate
course record.

Man who gained honours on the sixth stage was Terry Stacey (Thamzs Valley),
And on the seventh it was Portsmouth’s Clive Plumpton who broke the old figures.

Despite Bullivant’s wonderful performance on the vital ninth relay of & miles
52 yards, it was Coventry Godiva's Brian Kilby who broke the old record with
27min 23sec. Bolton United Harriers, who finished sixth, gained the medals for the
most meritorious performance.

F. McQueen of Edinburgh, and will be delivered to the Lord Provest of Glasgow's deputy,
Bailie Mrs. A. Bell at the winning post.

Al teams will earry a baton throughout the race. (i.e. in the hand)
Any team falling 30 minutes behind the leading team will be taken out of the race.

starting points, and pick them up again at the end of their relays. All competitors must
lmvcrfn the official coaches.
