(5) Club Affiliation fees must have been paid.

(7) Club entries must ensure that entrants are medically fit to compete, have no medical issues or disability that 
would endanger themselves or others by taking part (and will not run if unfit to do so on the day).

(2) Team scoring for all Races is 3 to count.

Non observance of the above leaves the whole field and the officials uninsured in the event of an accident, leaves 
the athlete at a health risk in the case of a wrong identification and makes the results invalid as an historic record.

(3) Athletes who compete in scottishathletics championships MUST be a current member of the scottishathletics 
membership scheme.  As per UKA Rule 21.
(4) An entered athlete MUST NOT be substituted by a non-entered athlete at any time.
