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THE S.A.A.A. SPRING CHAMPIONSHIPS

REVIEWED by T.

The above meefing was held at
Helenvale Park, Glaggow, on Saturday,
27th March, 1946, after a lapse of six
yeurs. The track was In fine condition
and the weather was dry, but a trouble-
some wind was blowing down the stand
astraight., The first event to be decided
was the 10 miles track championship.
Thirty runners, a record number for
thiz event, faced the starter, Mr. Fred
Evang, lining up in three rows across
the track. Of the six non-starters
announced the most notable was J, O,
Flockhart. After his ronning at Axyr
in the “ International," it was thought
that he wounld be a strong challenger to
J. H. Farrell, Maryhiil Harviers, who
was defending his title,

A young newcomer, J. Harbour,
Dundee, Hawkhill, led the field for the
first three laps and lost this position Lo
A, MecLean of Bellnhouston, who took
the lead at the end of the first mile,
which was reached in 5.15. The other
runners cloge on his heels at this point
were A, MecDonald, Auchmountaln;
Farrell, Maryhill; and MeLennan,
Shettleston. Coming near the end of
the fourth mile, McLean was still lead-
ing, closely followed by J. Farrell and
MeLennan, Shettleston, and the ultim-
ate winner seemed to be among these
thres, Harry Howard, Shettleston,
running In the mlddle of the fleld,
retired at four miles. Almost at half-
distance, J. B Farrell took the lead
for the first time, with McLean and
MeLennan interchanging places for o
few laps. The tme at O mileg was
27.13. In the next mile the champion,
running strongly, considerably increase:d
his lead. It is Interesting to note thiait
the sixth mile was done In 519 This
was, I think, the deciding point of the
race, McLean was now a clear second,
MeLennan having fallen back with A.
MeDwonald,  Aunchmountain,  rooning
third, The first three positions did
not change, and J. E. Farrell ran om
n winner In 54.38 3/5, about 250 yards
ahead of A, MeLean, with A, McDonald
Ard, and J. Lindsay, Bellaliouston, $th;

Of  Wright,
veteran in age bhut not in performance,
I ean say from experience that he s
running like a machine and goes in with
an outstanding chance if his legs behave
over the full groelling 26 miles; In the:

Journeyman,- knowing all the tricks of
the trade.

Not having the full list of compe-
titors before me, I cannot say much
of the others, but among those likely
to show up prominently if entered are
Willie Connor of Shettleston, Johnny
Lindzay of Bellahouston, and Andrew
Burnside of Maryhill.
